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Handicap will be 90% of 210 Scratch for men and women. (Maximum handicap of 45 pins per
bowler)
Entering Average.

A. All entrants must use their highest 2007— 2008 USBC year book average of 35 games or
more. Entrantswithout the above number of gamesfor an average must bowl SCRATCH
210.

B. If an entrant hasa current average at the time of bowling that is 10 pinsor more higher
than the previous season’s aver age, the current average must be used. Current standing
sheet from bowling league needsto be provided.

C. Failuretousethe correct average or make correctionsprior to the completion of the 1%
game of any series shall disqualify score if average used isbelow actual average. If higher
averageisused, prizeswill be based on that average.

D. Itisthebowler responsibility to provide proof of average---year book, league standing
sheets, etc. |t isalso the bowlers responsibility to check the correctness of their average prior
to bowling.

E. Bowlershaveuntil theend of thefirst gamefor average corrections.

THISISA DOUBLESTOURNAMENT with Optional Singles. Theentry feeis $60.00 per team for
doubles and $10.00 for Singles.
